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OUR PARISH  

 
Cumbernauld: Condorrat Parish Church is 

situated on the Main Road of Condorrat Village 
which is part of the former New Town of Cumber-
nauld, and falls within the bounds of Falkirk Pres-
bytery. 

 

 
The Parish comprises the village of Condor-

rat, the village of Mollinsburn to the west, and the 
adjacent housing areas of Westfield and Blackwood, 
on the north side of the A80.The population of the 
Parish is approximately 12,000 of which 420 per-
sons currently on the Roll, with 10 adherents. 

 
Although part of the town of Cumbernauld, 

the village of Condorrat has kept its own identity 
and character with local amenities including shops, 
Post office, hairdressers, childrenôs nurseries, a 
nursing-home, library, health centre and veterinary 
practice. 

 
There are two Primary Schools in the Village                                        

Condorrat which incorporates a Gaelic language 
class, and Baird Memorial which incorporates a   
Special Education Needs Nursery.  
There is also Westfield Primary which is across the 
pedestrian bridge over the A80 behind the church. 

 
Greenfaulds Secondary School is just over the 

pedestrian bridges at the A73 to the east of the vil-
lage towards Cumbernauld New Town.  
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CUMBERNAULD: CONDORRAT PARISH CHURCH  

 WORSHIP AND CONGREGATION  

 

We are a friendly congregation drawn from a good cross-section of 
the local community. 
The congregation is a mixture of all ages with an average Sunday 
Worship attendance of 90 people. 
We are encouraged by the number of young families becoming in-
volved with our church life. 
 

The church offers worship at 11am every Sunday with Sunday Club 
for children and an additional service of Communion and Thanks-
giving at 6.30pm on Communion Sundays. 
Communion is celebrated on the first Sunday of March, June         
September and December and during Easter week when we have 
Maunday Thursday  and Good Friday services. 
During the Christmas Season we have a óCarols by Candlelightô  
evening service, a Sunday Club Nativity Play, the Christmas Eve 
Watchnight service and a Christmas morning service. 
 

Our worship is traditional --but neither old-fashioned nor rigid.   
The congregation sits comfortably with C of S practice of openness 
to all and the desire to serve the parish of Condorrat. 
We are accustomed to a relaxed, participation styled services but  
are always open to new ideas.  
Services have been on occasion led by the Kirk Session, the Guild, 
the Choir and the Sunday Club. 
Members of the congregation are willing to take part in the services 
by doing Bible readings, saying prayers, and playing instruments for 
worship.
